A.  Artwork characteristics to be promoted:
1. Compatible with the mission and values of the Baton Rouge General.
2.   Exudes a positive, soothing nature conducive to a healing environment.
3.   Conveys a peaceful subject, setting, topic.
4.   Thought provoking in a positive, supportive fashion.
5.   Coordinates well with the surrounding interior design.
6.   Focus on local and/or regional images and culture.
7.   Promote high-quality artwork by local and/or regional artists.
B. Artwork characteristics to be disallowed:
          	1.   Controversial or offensive subjects.
       		2.   Perceived as threatening, harmful, violent, or negative.
           	3.   Out of character with the surrounding interior design.
3.  		EXPRESSIONS OF FAITH IN ARTWORK 
Out of respect for the diversity of faith in our community, expressions of specific religious iconography or 	references will not be placed in patient care areas where an individual cannot remove themselves from 	the image (patient rooms, exam/treatment rooms, waiting and sub-waiting rooms). 
4.  		ARTS IN MEDICINE PROGRAM
A. The Baton Rouge General Arts in Medicine Program provides a therapeutic opportunity through personal artistic expression, while meeting the challenges of diagnosis, treatment and survivorship.  Artists neither direct nor edit the content of a patient or family member’s artistic expression.  
     	 B. The created artwork is not intended for permanent display in the facility, but rather to be offered to the patient and family to take home with them.
C. At the discretion of the Design Review Committee, individual artworks may be photographed and displayed digitally.
5.   	APPROVAL OF ARTWORKS FOR DISPLAY
             A. All artwork must be approved by the Design Review Committee prior to display in public areas.
             B. All approved artwork may be removed or relocated at any time at the discretion of the Design Review 	Committee.
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
